Auditions for this production of Kid Frankenstein are now open to Peter Moyes Anglican Community 

School students in Years 4 to 6. This is a play and will be performed in the Black Box Theatre. 

Frankie and Irving are science nerds who have an unusual idea for the upcoming Science Fair.  When Doctor

Auditions will take place Term 1, Week 2 – Tuesday 10 February 2026 from 3.15pm-5.30pm. 

Auditions will take place in the Black Box Theatre and ALL students are required to stay from 3.15-

5.30pm. Should this audition day book out, an additional audition day will be held on Thursday 12 

February 2026.

Once you have booked your audition, a confirmation email will be sent to you from Trybooking. Please 

check your spam folder in case you have not received it. Please book your audition promptly to ensure 

you do not miss out. Please remember, should this audition day book out, an additional audition day will 

be held on Thursday 12 February 2026. 

In preparation for the audition, the students will be required to do the following: 

• Read through and be as familiar as you can with the audition scripts as best you can. While you 

do not have to have it memorised, it is good to know what type of character you are playing. 

• Wear comfortable clothes that you can move in for your audition. You can bring these with you and 

change after school. 

• Students are permitted to have the scripts to read during their audition. 

• Please note- Students won’t be auditioning for a particular role. 

• Rehearsals will commence in Term 1, Week 2: Tuesday 17 February 3.15-5.30pm with a brief parent 

and cast meeting following at 5.45pm. 

Main Rehearsal and Production Dates – Please ensure you are available for the 

following times and dates. 

Rehearsals will take place every Tuesday from 3.15-5.30pm during Terms 1 and 2 in the Black Box Theatre 

unless otherwise indicated on the rehearsal schedule. While not ALL CAST members will be required at 

every rehearsal; you MUST be available every Tuesday if your name appears on the schedule. It is advisable 

to keep Tuesdays free, so you attend. Parent pick-up is 5.30pm promptly at the Allan Shaw Centre steps.
